	Aims and contents

This activity aims for pupils to: 

-open themselves to perceiving other cultures through objects,

-imagine the use and significance of presented items in a chosen cultural setting,

-reflect on their own culture through objects.

Targeted competences
-I can compare features of a culture (perceive the cultural proximity/distance) (CARAP, skills S-3.10),

-I can construct explanations meant for an interlocutor from one’s culture about a feature of another culture (CARAP, skills S-4.1),

-I can understand and break stereotypes (Developing and Assessing Intercultural Communicative Competence).

	What?


	Discovery of other cultures through objects.

	How?
	Teacher brings into class an object he/she brought home from her last holiday. It may not be immediately clear what the object is and what it is used for. Pupils are invited to speculate and solve the mystery.

(They finally guess – a musical instrument. A ‘rain stick’ – an instrument that imitates the sound of water).

Pupils are encouraged to look out during their visit for any striking objects and gadgets they would not find in their environment. During the mobility they may also discover how familiar objects are used in different contexts.

They present their enigmatic ‘souvenirs’ after the mobility.
