	Aims and contents

The activities aim for pupils to:

-become curious and enthusiastic about other languages and cultural background,

-develop new linguistic skills,

-develop presentation skills,

-develop ability to transfer knowledge.
Targeted competences
-I can ask and answer simple questions in areas of immediate need or on very familiar topic. (CEFR, A1 speaking),

-I can activate bilingual or pluringual communication in relevant situations (CARAP, skills, S-6.5)

-I can memorise/reproduce unfamiliar features of a language (CARAP, skills S-7.1 and S-7.2),

-I can work in a group and encourage openness, empathy and cooperation (‘teachers’) (Developing and Assessing Intercultural Communicative Competence).

	Selected vocabulary and language structures in the languages of all participating institutions.

Intercultural communication.

	How?


	Pupils from all participating institutions form groups. Each group has two pupils who take on a role of teachers of the language of their institution. 

The ‘learners’ are exposed to selected items of a new language. These can include structures for everyday communication such as introducing oneself or expressing one’s feelings and needs. The items can also include humorous tongue twisters, a short song or rhyme. 

Pupils are invited to stage the language they have learnt in a form of an interview or performance.
