Presentation
The activities proposed below aim to invite pupils to assess the impact of the mobility using the European Language Portfolio. Pupils are asked to prepare presentations featuring their experiences.

	Why?
	Aims and contents

The activities aim for pupils to:

- assess their progress in the area of language acquisition and intercultural communication, 

- identify the methods which have enabled this progress,

- use the European Language Portfolio as basis for such assessment and identification,

-apply the acquired knowledge and competences in their personal and educational development, 

- improve their ability to work as a member of a team,

- improve their presentation skills.

Targeted competences
-I can manage my learning in a reflective manner (CARAP, skills S-7.7),

-I can benefit from previous learning experiences in new situations (I can transfer learning) (CARAP, skills S-7.7.3.1)

-I can observe progress/lack of progress in my own learning (CARAP, skills S-7.7.4.1).

	What? 
	The content areas include:

- acquisition of language, intercultural and learning to learn skills,

- personal development.

	How?
	Teacher invites pupils to:

- share their experience and knowledge archived in their European Language Portfolios,

- engage actively in pair and group activities,

- prepare a presentation. 

Pupils prepare in pairs or small groups presentations on 

‘My European Language Portfolio after my visit to……’

The presentation addresses previously selected sections of the Portfolio. The areas and issues to be explored may include intercultural experiences, activities which involved using foreign languages, places he/she visited, assessment of his/her language skills together with the description of the ways these skills were enhanced. The presentation may also include authentic materials such as certificates, photos, maps, theatre tickets, work assignments or short films documenting different events. 

All these materials are incorporated into the Portfolio Dossier.

The updated Portfolio can be presented in the form of a series of posters, a presentation in Power Point, an interview, a role play or a short film. 

The presentation can be done in a foreign language or in pupils’ native language. Pupils can share their experiences of the mobility during lessons or in front wider audience during a school assembly, an Open Day or parents’ evening.
