Language preparation and practice for pupils and teachers who will take part in the mobility
	Why?


	Aims and contents

The activities aim for pupils to:

- develop the necessary linguistic skills to communicate on a basic level in the language of communication or the language of the hosting institution,

- develop awareness of the cultural aspects of the foreign language and other ways of communicating.
Targeted competences
- I can interact in a simple way in mobility situations (CEFR A1, A2)

-I can identify (recognise) communicative variations engendered by cultural differences, (CARAP, skills S-2.9).

	What?


	Vocabulary and language structures used in situations such as for example: introducing oneself, providing information about oneself, expressing emotions, problems and needs, asking for information and help, expressing gratitude, acceptance, refusal among other.

Formal and informal vocabulary and language structures used when addressing different speakers. Physical gestures and body language used when greeting, calling for attention, expressing acceptance or refusal among other.

	How?


	Teacher introduces the target vocabulary and language structures. 

In pairs/groups, pupils prepare and act out role plays, interviews and quizzes featuring the situations described above.

As summary, pupils create a mini phrase book to use during their mobility.

The activities can be conducted during lessons or after school. The sessions may vary in duration depending on the needs of the pupils and the amount of time available.

	A mini phrase book of the language of communication/language of the hosting institution.
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
