Planning a mobility as a host
	Why?


	Aims and contents

The activities aim for pupils to:
-reflect on the completed mobility and apply their experience in planning the mobility during which they will act as hosts,
-exercise their cultural awareness and skills when planning the mobility visit,

-develop the necessary organisational skills, 

-use their creativity and sense of initiative,
-develop their ability to work as a member of a team,

-develop their sense of responsibility.

Targeted competences
-I can understand what unites or separates people from different cultures (Developing and Assessing Intercultural Communicative Competence),

-I can gain from previous intercultural experiences to enrich my intercultural competence (CARAP, skills S-7.3.1),

-I can use a range of criteria to recognise cultural proximity/distance (CARAP, skills S-3.10.1).

	What?


	Reflecting on previous experiences of mobilities.

Recognising other people’s needs and expectations.

Understanding and respecting other values, behaviour  and ways of thinking.

Benefitting from similarities and differences between people. 
Reflecting on what the institution/country can offer to make the mobility a memorable experience.


	How?


	A class/project group is assigned the task of being hosts in a mobility. Most pupils have already met during an earlier exchange. 

The future hosts are invited to recall their experiences of previous mobilities: The accounts will feature positive and negative feedback and provide food for thought for the organisers. 
In small groups, pupils generate ideas and activities to be proposed for the itinerary. 
Teacher lists the ideas and activities the pupils present. Together they select the most appealing ones. The list may also include the suggestions made by the parents of the hosting pupils. They also have the opportunity to play an active role in the mobility.
The proposed itinerary is consulted with the school’s Headteacher and other teachers.
