	Why ?


	The activities aim to encourage children to :
· select something to bring back home to show to others who have not been on mobility
Targeted competences
· I can find an item that tells about the place I visited
· I can explain different items and the context
· I can talk about certain aspects of another culture (CARAP, skills, S-4)

	What ?


	On the way to the visit the teacher shows the children something special he/she brought back from his last visit. He/she explains why he chose to bring this back. He/she tells the children they need to collect small items, associated with the foreign language and culture which they may wish to bring back. 
   - café menu
   - entrance ticket
   - napkin
   - leaflet, town map
   - empty food package
   - …
They select the one which is most special to them to present to others who have not been on mobility.

	How?


	Children collect small items during their stay, which they associate with the new place or which are new and exciting for them.
